 Agency report
Natural Resources Conservation Service (NRCS)
· Lance reported that they are finishing up new and renewed CRP contracts.  Lance has been out looking at the vegetation in the old CRP stands.  
· Nate is working with the NRCS engineer to get some irrigation designs for those doing some irrigation improvements under EQIP. 

OSU Extension
· On July 21st there will be a tour to look at the grazing paddocks on the Nature Conservancy ground.  These paddocks were done to look at cattle impact on ground nesting birds at different grazing intensities.    Need to meet at 8:00 a.m. at extension.
· Fair begins the first weekend in August.

NRAC
·  The TMP subcommittee had a meeting with the USFS on the TMP to find out what their next stem of action is since the final decision on this was retracted.  
· There has been no news on the Forest Revision.  

Soil & Water Conservation District (SWCD)
·  Cynthia attended a TMP meeting in La Grande for permittees.  Talked about the permit required to be on roads designated for administrative use how this process will work when permittee  needs extra people to help him/her and a permit has to be obtained for them to get to the destination.    
· Lisa will be teaching a class at the Chief Joseph Camp next week.
· The SWCD had a booth at the Watershed Festival on soils and the hands-on activity was painting with dirt.  Cynthia said there are some talent little painters in the county. 
· The posters from the District poster contest are hanging in the hallway of the Ag Service Center.  The public is encouraged to vote on them when they visit the office.   The winners will go on to the state contest this Fall.  

Grande Ronde Model Watershed
· Coby reported not much changed from the last Technical Committee meeting except the Lostine Diversion.  The contractor that did get the bid opted out of the project since he had another jobs scheduled during the in-stream work window.  The bid went to the next bidder who will begin the 1st of August.  There will need to be an in-work window extension asked for since the job will take a month to complete.  The extension will probably be granted because the water is still high and there is spawning in this reach and the later start date is better.
