- 4005 tax credit bill is on Senate floor,  3rd reading this afternoon.

In addition to County committee funds, can only take one or the other.


If ask for lethal take then can’t get funds.


$30,000 in it, $15,000 a year.  Get reimbursed on confirmed. 

- 4158   Bill we wrote would allow lethal take on endangered species by ODFW


Would put in statute. 

Bob Jenson has taken it in gut and stuff, trying to revise and get through Ways 
and Means Committee then would have to go to House and Senate then Governor 
to be signed. Governor and ODFW would like to see it go through.  Dingfelter has 
singularly stopped it from going through the process.
